ELOVED, it is written, that, when the B Apostles at Jerusalem had heard that 
Samaria had received the Word of God, they 
sent unto them Peter and John, who, when 
they were come, and had prayed for them, laid 
their hands on those who were baptized, in the 
Name of the LORD Jesus; Also, in the same 
Scripture, we read that St. Paul laid his hands 
upon certain disciples at Ephesus, after their 
baptism. In accordance, therefore, with apos- 
tolic custom, and the practice of the  early 
Church, but not as of Divine ordinance, w e  
have retained this rite of the laying on of hands 
upon those who are baptized, in order that they 
may thus, in open confession before men, con- 
firm their faith in our LORD and Saviour Jesus 
Christ, and avow their unchanged purpose to 
lead a new life, following the commandmerats 
of God, and walking in his holy ways. 
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Then sh:rll the Rishoy say, 

0 ye here, in the presence of God, and of 
this congregation, solemnly profess re- 

pentance towards God? 
And every one sh:ill :iudibly amwer, 

I do. 
Bishop. Do you confess and declare that 

Jesus Christ, the Son of God, is your LORD and 
Saviour? 

Answer. I do. 
Bishop. Do you believe all the Articles of 

the Christian Faith as contained in the Apostles' 
Creed? 

Answer. 1 do. 
Bishop. Do you steadfastly purpose, by 

God's help, to renounce the devil and all his 
works, the vain pomp and glory of the world, 
and the sinful desires of the flesh, and to  keep 
God's holy will and commandments all the days 
of your life? 

Answer. 1 do. 

Bishop. Our help is in the Name of the LORD ; 
Answer. Who hath made heaven and earth. 
Bishop. Blessed be the Name of the LORD; 
Answer. Henceforth, world without end. 
Bishop. LORD, hear our prayer; 
Answer. And let our cry come unto thee. 

Bishop. Let us pray. 

MIGHTY and everlasting God, wh-o, itl 
thine infinite mercies, hast called us to 

the knowledge of thy truth, and faith in thy 
Son Jesus Christ; Graciously look upon these 
thy servants, accept their confessions, and 



favorably receive this renewed offering of 
themselks, which they now make unto thee. 
Strengthen them, we beseech thee, 0 LORD, 
with the Moly Ghost, the Conlforter, and daily 
increase in them thy manifold gifts of grace: 
the spirit of wisdom and understanding, the 
spiritp of counsel and strength, the spirit of 
knowledge and true godliness; and fill them, 
0 LORD, with the spirit of thy holy fear, now 
and for ever. Amen.
